4-weeks $4,800 Q. Can children under the age of 14 travel alone to Vancouver?

A. Parents or guardians need to notify the airline if their child is under 14 and will be travelling alone. Please let the airline know that
an unaccompanied minor will need supervision for the return travel. The airline will arrange for a flight attendant to help the child
through customs and with boarding. When arranging for this special service, you will also need to let the airline know that a Bodwell
representative will be picking the child up from the airport.

Program Fee includes: airport pickup & drop-off service, 3 meals and an evening snack per day, 24-hour care and supervision,
English classes, outings, activities, overnight trips, transportation, souvenirs, report card, certificate, medical insurance, and
university residence accommodation. Accommodation is included from Sunday before the first day of class, to the Sunday after
the last day of class. Additional days will be charged at $100 / day depending on availability.

Fees do not include: air travel, unaccompanied minor service fee. $200 REFUNDABLE DEPOSIT to be collected upon

More detailed information will be provided in the
Day Program is available for students who do not need residence accommodation. Students will participate from Monday to Acceptance Package. Students will be escorted directly to UBC where they will check-in and meet their counsellors.

Q. How will parents know that their children have arrived safely?

Withdrawl refund: have fax or e-mail, but phone confirmations may be delayed due to time zone differences.

« Written notice received on or before May 22th, 2009, 90% of the fee paid will be refunded.

« Written notice received after May 22th, 2009, 75% of the fee paid will be refunded.

« Written notice received after June 5th, 2009, 50% of the fee paid will be refunded. Q. How will students keep their money and valuables safe?

- No fee will be refunded after June 19th, 2009. A. Students are advised not to bring unnecessary valuables (for example, expensive watch or jewelry) to the program. Bodwell staff
Credit Card: An additional 3.5% bank charge will offer to place their valuables in a safe in the office. The office and the safe will be locked up when there is no staff on duty.
Students can access their possessions during office hours. We highly recommend that students place their valuables in the safe as
they may often forget to lock their bedroom doors. Bodwell College will NOT be responsible for any lost or stolen items during
AGE GROUPS students’ participation in the program.

We highly recommend that students bring most of their funds in the form of insured traveler's cheques, with only a small amount of
Juniors (Ages 7-9) Children (Ages 10-12) Children (Ages 10-12) cash.

Q. Who keeps the student's airline ticket and passport?

A. Upon arrival, students should submit their ticket and passport to Bodwell's office staff, or to their accompanying
ADMISSIONS PROCESS chaperone who will be staying in the residences.
